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ALYTH COMMUNITY COUNCIL UPDATE  

In writing the monthly update I try to keep the 
contents as light as possible. Planning issues 
can’t be regarded as light by many but in 
terms of the wishes of the people of Alyth and 
its surrounding community the following arti-
cle is necessary. 
    Perth and Kinross Council are undergoing 
the process of public consultation for the    
Local Development Plan which covers the 
whole of Perth and Kinross.  It covers lots of 
issues including that of housing. The overall 
plan is now at the stage known as the Main 
Issues Report. This means that PKC are at 
the point where they have listened to individu-
als who are willing to offer their land for the 
Council to consider defining it as ground 
available for developers to build upon. Having 
collated all of that information PKC are now 
required to consult the public, record the 
views of the public and present the views with 
the Main Issues Report to Council before 
moving to the next stage of the process. 
 
In general terms where are we in respect 
of housing and housing availability in 
Scotland?  
 
Councils are working from a report written by 
the General Records Office of Scotland 
(GROS) published circa 2008, which sug-
gested from research that the population of 
Scotland would expand over the next 20 
years by 5%. That is, with the exception of 

Perth and Kinross, where it predicted a rise of 
almost 28%.  
 
Where are all of these people going to 
live?  
 
Where are they going to get appropriate 
housing where travel to work is not an 
issue? 
 
 It is a known fact that the Strathearn valley 
over the last few years has taken a large 
burden of that swell between Crieff, Auchter-
arder and Kinross.  
 
So what happens now, where do the Coun-
cil create that land space we are being 
advised that we need urgently?  
 
Do we now, given the downturn in the 
economy which has happened since the 
publication of the GROS report, stop all 
building?  
 
How and where do we create the space to 
allow council and low cost housing to be 
built to give our children a house of their 
own?  
 
How do we protect our environment and 
the beauty of the countryside around us 
with all of this additional housing?  

There are a thousand questions I could ask 
both for and against this issue. 
    You will see the map of Alyth above. Areas 
marked in red are the areas around and 
within Alyth being offered by their present 
owners for the Council to define as ground 
available for development. We are still a long 
way off from the Council agreeing to mark this 
ground as future development ground. You 
will also note that within this map is included 
ground already defined as development 
ground. The legislation requires developers 
such as Mansel Homes, Guild Homes and 
Deveron Glenisla to restate their intention to 
develop this ground. 
    The full Main Issues Report (86 pages) has 
been available on the PKC web site since 8th 
October. Alyth Community Council have 
taken off the section for Alyth only and placed 
it on our web site, follow this link http://
alythcc.ning.com/profiles/blogs/public-
consultation-main 
There are various ways in which you can 
have your say about this report. You can 
comment on line, you can write to PKC, you 
can speak to your Councillors or Community 
Councillors or you can attend the open day 
being arranged here in Alyth to discuss it. 
Representatives of the Development Control 
department (planning) will be at Alyth Town 
Hall between 2pm and 8pm on Tuesday 9th 
November 2010 to listen to your views.

In August, 
1559, following the burning of the Abbey, the Commendator of Scone began 
the alienation of this estate, and in 1635 R.G.S. speaks of the Hahton as “olim 
tenta de Abbatia de Scoone”  (formerly possessed by the Abbey of Scone).

CANADA GEESE,  
RUDDY DUCKS  

AND GREEN PARAKEET 
Standing by one of our ponds at dusk one evening 
recently I watched a flight of large, dark geese flying 
low over the country a little to the north. Canada 
geese, I supposed, and returned to my thoughts. In 
due course the beavers came out of their lodge and 
I watched as two swam up to each other, sniffed 
and rubbed noses. They lay in the water facing each 
other for some seconds, separated and swam off to 
feed. 
    My thoughts turned back to the Canada goose: 
Branta canadensis, the big relation of our black 
geese, the barnacles that winter in Islay and the 
brents that fly south to Wales, the Humber and the 
marshes of Essex.  
    Canada geese were brought to the British Isles in 
1665, according to David Cabot’s ‘Wildfowl’ (1999 
Collins’), to add to King Charles II’s collection of 
waterfowl in St. James’s Park in London. For a long 
time they made no great impression on their new 
country and numbers remained low. In the last cen-
tury, however, they began to multiply partly as a 
result of changes in agriculture, partly thanks to new 
habitat created by abandoned gravel pits and, no 
doubt also, because of an increase in the number of 
collections of waterfowl that included some of them. 
At all events, by the 1990s Canada geese were 
listed among the invasive avian aliens, along with 
ruddy ducks and green parakeets (but not red 
legged partridges).  
    I became aware of the presence of Canada 
geese in Perthshire a few years ago when I noticed 
a flock flying around between Meikleour and Spittal-
field several times as I drove along the low road 
towards Dunkeld. Now some are flying over us here 
at Bamff on their way to roost at Lintrathen. 
    How are the Canada geese getting on with our 
native species? The numbers of geese wintering 
with us in the British Isles varies, depending on 
breeding success in their summer homes. Availabil-
ity of habitat and its condition on the breeding 
grounds are matters of constant importance. Around 
here the numbers of greylag geese have been de-
clining as they have preferred to winter further north, 
but the pinkfeet have been increasing. Why is this? 
    These changes are of interest to ornithologists 
and to the Government’s Agricultural Department 
(SGRPID), which is under pressure from the Na-
tional Farmers’ Union of Scotland because of the 
impact that wild geese can have on young crops. 
The protection of greylag geese is extremely impor-
tant because almost the entire population of the 
Icelandic greylag stays in Britain and Ireland for the 
winter (91,000 in the United Kingdom http://
www.rspb.org.uk/wildlife/birdguide/name/g/
greylaggoose/index.aspx).  
    The fact that the part of this population that win-
ters in Scotland (around 60,000) has tended to stay 
further north than formerly seems to me to let the 
Canada goose off the hook as a bully of greylag 
geese, which is sometimes suggested. It is worry-
ing, though, that excessive survival through the 
winter may be leading to degradation of habitat at 
the breeding grounds in Iceland.

GUIDE HUT DEMOLITION – WHY? 
I would like to start by saying that I appreciate 
all the volunteer efforts that have gone into the 
Guide Hut renovation. It is a huge undertaking 
and I admire the commitment of the volunteers 
to their project and the people of Alyth who 
have generously donated £12,000. However I 
do have concerns and speak on the behalf of 
other Alyth residents. 
    In its current state the Hut is watertight, has 
a relatively new boiler and is double glazed. 
The Hut, as I am aware, is fixable.  It requires: 
reinforcement to the roof and disability access 
to its kitchen and toilet facilities.  
My questions are:  
How the Guide Hut Committee justifies its 

plans to demolish a building that is not 
condemned and serves its purpose and 
will continue to do so if fixed? 

Why spend the excessive amount of £10,000 
on demolition when this money could 
greatly contribute to updating and fixing 
the present Hut’s facilities. 

Why is fixing the building, at a fraction of the 
price of a rebuild, not an option? 

How does the Committee justify rebuilding a 
new Girl Guide Hut at a cost of £100,000 
when its main usage amounts to 1 x 
Guide group meeting, 2 x Brownie meet-
ings and  1 x Rainbow meeting, a total of 
6 hours per week approx? 

Bearing in mind the application for grants will 
be in competition with the Scouts’ new 
build, how does the Committee imagine 
funding bodies will regard their applica-
tion, especially as the Scouts have cho-
sen to consult and work in partnership 
with other youth  & community groups 
and therefore will been seen to have a 
much greater local community focus? 

I feel that the option of fixing the Hut has been 
dismissed and not been looked into in any 
great detail.  
    I’m afraid I was brought up to ‘Make Do and 
Mend’ thanks in part to the Guides/Scouts.  I 
am therefore opposed to the waste of a build-
ing that has stood for 80 plus years and is not 
condemned. I am also opposed to the loss of a 
local building that has character and is part of 
Girl Guiding history.  
    Please do not take my comments as nega-
tive but if you are to rely on the good will of 
local people to support you in fund raising 
efforts I feel we have the right to ask on what 
basis you choose to spend our money.

POLICE REPORT 
Now that the nights are getting longer 
the darker evenings can create a fear of  
crime that is disproportionate to the 
actual risk, but to reduce the chance of 

being a victim of crime there are some precautions that 
we can all take, these include simple actions such as –  
> Fit and set timers on internal lights especially if you 
leave during daylight and are unlikely to return home

For almost seven years, policing at Blairgowrie, Alyth and 
surrounding areas has been under the command of In-
spector Paddy Buckley-Jones.  However in November,  
Inspector Buckley-Jones is moving to a new post at Divi-
sional Police Headquarters at  Perth.   His position at Blair-
gowrie will be taken by Inspector Ged Fitzpatrick. 
Leaving Blairgowrie for his new post, Inspector Buckley-
Jones said; 
 “Over recent years, the policing of this area has gone 
through a number of changes which have been designed 
to provide the best possible level of service to the commu-
nity.  The police shift systems have been redesigned to 
provide the max imum number of officers on duty at peak 
demand times.  The introduction of restrictions on public 
drinking have had a marked benefit on public nuisance 
and disturbance whilst variations to the Divisional struc-
ture have increased the numbers of officers working here.   
These and other changes have allowed us to tackle anti-
social behaviour, prevent crime and concentrate 
on providing the kind of service that residents ex pect.    
    “ Alyth is an area that  is blessed with an incredible 
amount of community spirit.  I doubt if there is anywhere 
in Scotland with such a wide variety of voluntary organisa-
tions run by  people who have a real interest in their area.   
That kind of spirit is what makes this area a place where 
people want to live, and it’s important that the police help 
to keep it that way.  We do that by keeping in contact with 
people in the community and addressing the problems  
that people highlight. 
    “ As I come to the end of  this posting, I would like to pay 
tribute to the hard work of the officers who have worked to 
bring crime in the area to its lowest level in many years.  
Officers can only do that with the help and co-operation of  
people in the community. I am sure that the positive com-
munity spirit in Alyth will enable them to continue to do 
so” . 
    Inspector Fitzpatrick takes up his new post on 8 No-
vember.  Having started his career in Blairgowrie, he has 
worked in a variety of areas, most recently overseeing the 
management of  police intelligence and information.  Re-
turning to take command of policing Blairgowrie and its 
surrounding areas, he can be contacted at Blairgowrie 
Police Office or via Alyth Community Officer, PC Carol 
Cameron.
