COUNCIL UPDATE 
Fifteen years ago there were some real problems in town 
with bored teenagers and young adults. Amongst others 
George and Susan Allan took on the challenge and set up 
the Alyth Youth Project. That initiative has gone from a 
one night a week session to the large project that it is 
today.  People are people and youth initiatives may only 
interest you when your own children are youths. The other 
side of this is take away the funding, the direct adult sup-
port and the support or interest of the broader community 
and we will be back to the same situation of fifteen years 
ago. It’s your choice, regardless of your age. 
    Recently I attended a fantastic AGM.  No I have not lost 
my marbles.  I attended the AYP AGM. The evening 
opened with two songs from one of the two groups that 
have been formed by our youngsters in town. Two excel-
lent numbers from well known artists of the last ten years 
were sung to open the night. That was followed by a pres-
entation from four AYP members about the work they 
have carried out over this year and the activities they do 
at AYP. Laptops, overhead projectors, PowerPoints with 
differing inserts were no problem for them.  Remember 
when you were 15 or 16 would you have had the courage 
to stand up in front of an audience of your peers and 
unknown adults and do a presentation? They did. Then 
came the formal bit to keep us puritans and bureaucrats 
happy. The second band then did two numbers for us to 
close the night.  Throughout the entire night the AYP 
Audio visual unit project, oh yes, it was all being recorded 
on camcorders, modern digital cameras and sound equip-
ment,  worked away to record it for everyone. So I say 
again it was a fantastic AGM, enjoyable to watch and 
listen to. The saddest thing was that you were not there to 
see it. Despite the youngsters advertising their AGM in the 
broadest way possible less than ten adults attended. I 
counted twenty six  youngsters whilst they were all seated.  
So, I refer you back to my first paragraph and the reason 
for starting AYP.  
    Is bullying acceptable in society?  Never.  It comes in 
many forms, physical, mental, verbal abuse to name but a 
few. None are ever acceptable. Recently, as a parent of a 
school child, I have become aware of the attendance of a 
police officer in the playground at breaks and dinner time. 
Why?  Because of bullying issues. Think about the 
broader aspects of this. It means that the incidents are 
beyond the management of the playground assistants.  
That’s not their fault.  It just means that it is more serious 
than what they should be dealing with. It also means that 
it is beyond the management of both of the Senior Manag-
ers at school.  Again, they follow guidance set by the 
Education Authority. But it does mean that the situation is 
so bad that only the police are able to deal with it. I have 
no doubt that the police and social services will tackle this 
appropriately. Surely as parents and grandparents it is our 
job to ensure that our children, and sometimes our chil-
dren’s children, grow up in a decent society here in Alyth.  
If we, and I mean all of us, fail to do that, then I refer you 
to my first paragraph.

LADY NAIRNE  
PERTHSHIRE’S POETESS 

 
It was standing room only at the Alyth Literary Soci-
ety’s meeting  on  Tuesday, 16th November  when 
Amelia  Blair-Oliphant from Ardblair  and  Sophie 
Ramsay from Ba mff presented  “Lady Nairne  – 
Perthshire’s Poetess” , a musically illustrated talk on 
the life of one of Scotland’s great song writers.  
    Carolina Oliphant was born in 1766 at Gask near 
Perth, the daughter of Laurence Oliphant, a Jacobite 
supporter. Her mother’s family, the Robertsons of 
Struan were also Jacobites and this was to have an 
influence on Carolina’s song writing in later years. In 
1806 she married Major William Murray Nairne, later 
Baron Nairne, and lived most of her married life in 
Edinburgh until his death in 1830 after which she 
travelled extensively with her son. He died in 1837 
and Lady Nairne was eventually persuaded to return 
to Gask where she died in 1845. It was during her 
time in Edinburgh that she was most productive in 
writing  and  collecting  songs but as this was not 
considered a suitable occupation for a woman of her 
standing she used the nom de plume of Mrs Bogan 
of Bogan. 
    Amelia, who  is a  fourth  great-niece  of Lady 
Nairne, gave a very spirited insight into the life and 
times of Lady Nairne. Often amusing, sometimes 
sad  but always interesting, her  talk reflected  her 
love of the subject and her admiration for her ances-
tor. Sophie’s beautiful singing of the more rousing 
songs such  as “Charlie  is my Darling”  and  “The 
Laird o’ Cockpen”  contrasted well with the quieter 
“The Auld Hoose”  and the “The Land o’ the Leal” . 
One can only imagine that Lady Nairne would have 
been well pleased. 
    By the size and enthusiasm of the audience, this 
first presentation by these two talented young ladies 
was an undoubted success and many, if not all, of 
that large audience would wish them both well in the 
future.

Dear Alyth Voice, 
    Once again my many thanks for the latest 
copy of ‘The Voice’! 
    I am responding rather quickly as I just 
could not sleep easily knowing there might be 
people paddling around in Canadian-type ca-
noes in the manner shown on page 26 [Nov 
2010 edition]. 
    Fundamentally,  this is not the safest way to 
get around in a canoe. My reason for so saying 
is that at one time I had my own canoe, and 
travelled about 1,000 miles per year in it. 
    The picture shown is a lovely picture, spoilt 
for me by the obvious instability of the canoe! 
    Firstly, the paddlers should not sit on the 
“seats” , the fixings for which are there to main-
tain the shape of the canoe. The paddlers 
should kneel, with their knees resting on the 
bottom of the canoe – this means their centre 
of gravity is lower. They kneel with their knees 
on the bottom of the canoe, which puts their 
feet under the seats, and the paddlers rest 
their own bottoms on the edge of the seats. 
    By travelling as described, the canoe is 
considerably more stable. Furthermore, more 
purchase and control can be applied through 
the paddles. Steering is easier too – you do 
not normally need to change sides for the pad-
dles to turn the canoe. 
    Unfortunately many Canadian brochures 
show people sitting in Indian type canoes. 
Clearly the photographers knew nothing about 
canoeing! 
    If I sound a bit urgent about this, I just hope 
others try out the method outlined above and 
feel the difference, and perhaps avoid the ne-
cessity to call out the rescue services. 
    If anyone wants to ask about Indian canoes, 
and canoeing in them, I may have some an-
swers. 
    Having got that off my chest, I can now send 
to you my thanks for the latest edition of The 
Voice, and I find I can still name faces. Great!

NEW GUIDE HUT – WHY? 
Firstly may we, the Friends of Guiding Commit-
tee, say how disappointed we are that an Alyth 
resident, the writer of the article in the Novem-
ber issue, has had to hide behind anonymity 
not only with the said article but also with the E
-mail that was sent to Scottish Guiding HQ, 
Edinburgh. We are all local women and current 
guiders who are approachable and more than 
willing to discuss, clarify and answer any con-
cerns that any Alyth resident may have regard-
ing the Guide Hut. 
 
However in reply to the questions posed in the 
November issue: 
 
Although the Guide Hut is not condemned it 
has been deemed dangerous by a structural 
engineer who was brought in during 2009 to 
assess the property. 
 
There is asbestos in the roof, which is sag-
ging and the outer walls are bulging and in his 
opinion if we have another winter like last year 
the roof will collapse. We then asked for an 
architect’s opinion and to renew the roof would 
be major work and once removed the walls 
would require straightening and propping up if 
they held together, they may on the other hand 
collapse like a pack of cards.  
 
The hut is not watertight, there is ingress of 
water at various points and once you start 
digging around in wooden property any num-

ber of hidden difficulties could arise.  
 
The hut is not insulated so therefore 50% of 
our heating is being lost. We have no disabled 
facilities and no room within to accommodate 
them. We have spent a lot of monies in the 
past putting in double glazing, a new heating 
boiler and radiators, raising it and putting in a 
DPC and generally repairing where we could. 
The guide hut means a lot to those on the 
committee, some of us having been Brownies, 
Guides, Rangers and Guiders there, most of 
us have had children who attended and now 
some even have grandchildren attending, but 
having been standing since the late 20’s we 
felt that the time had come to make a major 
decision. After much discussion we felt a new 
hut/hall was required. We held discussions 
with the Scouts to explore the feasibility of a 
joint hall, however we both realised that the 
units were looking for different styles/sizes of 
buildings, and as we owned our own ground 
and it had always been connected with guid-
ing, then it would be better to go it alone. A 
new hut/hall would be a lasting legacy for fu-
ture generations and give a lot of pleasure for 
the next 90 years. 
 
We fully intend to re-use the double glazed 
windows, the radiators and the boiler if it 
passes today’s standards, also the internal 
wood lining if suitable. Extending the hut by 2-
3 metres will give the girls more room for to-

day’s guiding activities, and we hope to have a 
small secure room to accommodate all the 
Alyth Guiding archives which are at the mo-
ment scattered in various houses throughout, 
not only with the present guiders but with past 
guiders and members. There are some won-
derful old photos, mementoes and minute 
books which could very well disappear in the 
mists of time. 
 
Friends of Guiding hold a constitution and 
abide by it, they are not a closed group as 
some may think. The meetings are all minuted 
and anyone wishing to view the same are 
more than welcome to ask. 
 
We thank everyone who has supported us in 
raising the funds we have so far and we hope, 
by this article, that we have clarified any con-
cerns that have arisen. At present we are 
slowly working our way through all the red 
tape, rules and regulations that a new build 
requires. 
 
We do realise everyone is entitled to their own 
opinion, but should anyone have any other 
queries they need answered or explained then 
please, please come forward.  
 
Our next meeting will be held in The Dirliebane 
on Wednesday 12th January 2011 at 7-30pm
