Given
his extremely busy lifestyle, it's no surprise to learn lan will
continue into his retirement as Chairman of the Scottish
Exhibition & Conference Centre in Glasgow, a post he has
held snce 2002.

Agiicultural Societies in 1987, awarded the CBE for senvices
to Agiliculture in 1988, received an honorary Doctorate of

Educated at Strathallan,

He is humble about all
aspects of his success,
downplaying the glamour
of it all, especially in his
dealings with royalty, and
stated the most
interesting, and permaps
influential person he has
been privileged to meet is
Lord Noman MacFalane,
a fiend and once fellow
director of the Clydesdale
Bank, who dispensed all
manner of wise advice,

was on the committee, and
also had a stint as President, of Alyth Show in its halcyon
days at Diamond Jubilee Park.

The first sign that his life would go beyond faming, was
with the local branch of the National Fammers Union of
Scotland and joining East of Scotland Famers Ltd as a Non-
Executive Director in 1978. His father had been a founding
member of the latter, and lan continued the family
association for neally 25 years, induding a 7 year stint as
Vice Chaiman. Also in 1978, he was elected a Coundil
Member of NFUS, progressing to being Presidentin 1984, a
post he held for 6 years.

lan continued to farm and hold various posts in agricultural
societies, as well as a non-executive directorship with
Clydesdale Bank PLC, and Chaiman of the Scottish Tourist
Board (1990-1998). In 1993, he hung up his faming boots to
concentrate fully on other responsibiliies and the Grants
moved into Alyth. For the next ten years lan packed in
Directorships, Deputy Chaimanships and Chairmanships
with The Caimgoms Partership, Scottish HydroElectric,
Scottish & Southern Energy, NFU Mutual Insurance, and
finally The Crown Estate as Scottish Commissionerin 1996,

induding ‘always make
sure your shoes are cdlean!”

When asked what he considers to be his greatest
achievement, without hesitation Sir lan replied his wife
Eileen. Without her support and that of their three daughters
and their husbands and five grandchildren, he is cettain his
career path would have been very different, and his business
successes, although excitng and challenging, cannot
compare to the constant love and support of his family, thus
reaffiming the old adage ‘behind every great man, is a great
woman’!

Despite having spent dose on 20 years flying the world
negotiating faming policy or promoting Scotland, Sir lan has
lived in and arund Alyth all of his life and insists its perfect
central rural location cannot be matched wherever he has
travelled. His fondness for the town and its people is plain to
see, and he insists the community spiiit in Alyth is so rare
these days and there’s nothing he likes better than passing
the time of day with everyone he meets in the street. But
don’t call him Sir, he’s saving that for his investiture in a few
months’ time!
