KEEP YOUR LOCAL POST OFFICE TRADING 
I purchased Alyth Post Office in May 2005 and was ap-
pointed Sub Post Master by Post Office Ltd, signing an 
agreement which binds me to the responsibility of compli-
ance to the Post Office and also to the Financial Services 
Authority, to be responsible for Property Security, Finan-
cial Security and Value Stock, ensuring that all mail prod-
ucts and financial products are made available at the 
counter. Also all transactions forms and literature for all 
products to be made available. We constantly check our 
stock and have to order well before we need these items. 
We have to ensure we have stock to serve the needs of 
the pensioners. 
    T o keep the office trading we budget to keep within the 
revenue we receive from Post Office Ltd, calculated by 
the number of transactions we do. Staffing hours are 
agreed to have two people at busy times and one person 
all other times. Fortunately the property is not mortgaged 
and we do not pay rent. We are hoping to gain planning 
permission to convert what was the sorting office behind 
the Post Office to a flat for a retired couple which will 
produce revenue and make use of this asset and a contri-
bution in funds, as well as providing a flat for two people. 
Unfortunately the first application for planning was re-
fused. 
    We are solvent and are not planning to close, but we do 
need your continued support and would ask you to con-
sider the range of financial products we offer: Insurance 
for House, Business, Car, Van ,Motor Cycle, Dog, Travel; 
National Savings Products, Growth Bonds, Easy Access 
Savings, Premium Bonds, (please return N.S Forms for 
checking and processing), Mobile Phone Top Up, Gas 
and Electricity Key, and Card Purchase, Money Grams, 
Travel Money, Postal orders, Car Tax  (renewing at the 
Post Office will help us) and much more! 
    Don’t forget you can even withdraw cash at our count-
ers with your Debit/Switch Cards (most cards accepted 
and new cards being accepted soon). 
    We are pleased to inform you we have new manage-
ment at Post Office Ltd and Royal Mail. Politicians are 
considering more banking products for Sub Post Offices 
and with your continued help we hope to carry on with the 
progress we have made in the last few years. Post Office 
Ltd has lost some large national accounts by the competi-
tion created when the deregulation of the Post Office was 
actioned by European Policy, Royal Mail Letters and 
parcels, T.V. License and more. 
    Alyth Post Office has received a 25%  payment cut due 
to the circumstances of the last two to three years. Our 
future payments depend on the number of  ex tra transac-
tions we make of National Savings and the aforemen-
tioned products. And of course we thank you for your 
custom and support with letter post and parcels which is 
very important. All in all without you we do not exist.

MARY'S MEALS . 
This is a campaign administered by registered charity,  
Scottish International Relief. It  is a movement to set up 
school feeding projects in communities where poverty and 
hunger block children from gaining an education. It came 
into being during the Bosnian conflict in 1992, when two 
brothers, Magnus and Fergus MacFarlane-Barrow, from 
Argyll, were so moved by the scenes of suffering on TV 
that they decided to organise an appeal for blankets and 
food. The generosity of their local area of  Argyll, added to 
the success when they saw how well received the help 
was, inspired them to ex tend their aid to Romania, then to 
Liberia, India, Uganda, the Philippines, Haiti, the Ukraine, 
and Malawi. 
    Two Blairgowrie  women, Margaret Young and Janete 
Yates attended a conference in Medjugorje early in 2009 
where they heard moving reports of the work carried out  
by Mary's Meals and how the quality of lives of children in 
underprivileged countries were transformed by the aid 
provided by Mary's Meals. They pledged that they would 
raise £7,000 within the year to provide a school with the 
necessary food and education. Because of previous links 
between Blairgowrie and Malawi formed during the visit of  
the Rev. Levi and Mrs Ruth Nyondo,  it was agreed that  
the school to be supported would be Chibavi  in Northern 
Malawi. It has 3,500 primary school children, and all that 
is needed to feed one child for a whole year is £6.50. 
    A committee was formed in Blairgowrie, consisting of a 
wide spread of congregations from St  Stephen's, St  
Catharine's,  Ratt ray, Blairgowrie Parish and it has been 
generously supported by people in Coupar Angus , Wood-
side and Burrelton.

    Recently through the town questionnaire carried out by 
Alyth 2020 I became aware of growing concern through 
dog fouling on our streets. I contacted Perth and Kinross 
Council with some questions and the following is a 
summary of the information I have received back. 
    There are 3 Dog Control officers employed by P&K. 
They are responsible for the entire Perth and Kinross 
area. Only 1 has responsibility for Alyth. The officers’ work 
on a complaints and information basis, so if you phone 
they will attend, but they patrol here in any case. Since 
April 2009 to the present date the Dog Control team have 
received 4 complaints regarding dog fouling in Alyth. They 
have visited Alyth on 49 recorded occasions and have 
issued 1 Fixed Penalty Notice (fine) in our area over that 
year. Over the same time period they have installed 2 new 
bins and erected 3 signs along the Burnside warning dog 
owners of the offence and asking them to bag it and bin it. 
They have also replaced some of the older bins around 
town. 
    I am presently watching information develop on the 
P&K website regarding the Local Development Plan. For 
those of you interested in local planning issues it is worth 
looking at.

GLENISLA DEV ELOPM ENT  
Many residents of Alyth must feel a good deal of alarm 
that the major developments at Glenisla golf course have 
been approved by Perth and Kinross Council. This has 
been a shock decision because, only a few days ago, 
objectors were informed that the planning officers had 
recommended that the application should be refused. 
Now councillors (few if any of whom actually live in Alyth) 
have overturned this recommendation, itself a rather rare 
occurrence. 
    Let us be clear about what has been approved: a 40-
bedroom hotel, a 60-bedroom nursing home, a 56-home 
retirement village, and 160 other houses, plus nine busi-
ness units. In other words, a total of 216 homes, together 
with a sizeable hotel, an even larger nursing home, and 
business units in a rural area of outstanding beauty. 
    It has been suggested that there were no objections 
from residents and that  the locals were generally in fa-
vour. This is not entirely true. Objections were raised by 
us, on three grounds, first the destruction of attractive 
countryside, the promotion of urban sprawl (at a time 
when developments at the centre of Alyth all seem to be 
stalled), the total inaccuracy of the traffic flows estimated 
by the developers, and, above all, the fact that neither the 
country roads from Five Ways nor Commercial Street, 
Toutie Street and Meethill Road would be capable of 
carrying traffic on this scale. Parked cars and narrow 
lanes render these three roads effectively one-way routes. 
Yet, laying aside the construction traffic, we can ex pect 
the appearance of several hundred more cars on a daily 
basis on these already difficult to negotiate roads. 
    It is easy to characterise objectors as awkward people 
opposed to developments that will create benefits for 
others, but costs and benefits have to be balanced. In this 
case, the cost to the Alyth community will surely far out-
weigh any advantages. The character of an entire 
neighbourhood and, as one councillor rightly pointed out, 
the cohesiveness of the community, will be transformed, 
surely for the worse. Local trades people always say that 
people who live in such developments seldom if ever use 
local shops, but head for the supermarkets.  
    Most importantly, this development represents a depar-
ture from the area’s development plan. We have now 
been in touch with Ian Miller and he tells us that the plans 
will have to come back with various questions about 
roads, drains, environmental impact etc. answered. At the 
planning meeting on 16 June, the developer was there in 
force, but not objectors. We hope that Alyth folk who do 
object will be available to speak up at the nex t meeting!

• CANS e.g. fizzy drinks cans, beer/cider cans, food tins 
and pet food tins. 
• PLASTIC BOTTLES - ALL plastic bottles, including milk 
cartons, fruit juice bottles, fizzy drinks bottles, cosmetics, 
cleaning products and detergent  bottles. 
 
Please note that only plastic bottles can be accepted. 
Bottle tops, yoghurt pots, margarine tubs, f ruit punnets or 
any other plastic packaging should not be put in your blue
-lidded bin. 
 
BROWN LIDDED BIN 
• FOOD- all cooked and uncooked food, including meat, 
fish, pasta, dairy and bones. 
• GARDEN WASTE- including grass and hedge trim-
mings, leaves, twigs, wood shavings, plants and flowers. 
 
Please note no plastic bags, soil, stones, plant pots, large 
branches or logs should go in the brown lidded bin. 
 
Other items, including glass bottles and jars, can be recy-
cled at your nearest Recycling Centre or Point. 
    Thanks to the residents of Perth and Kinross, the area 
has now achieved a recycling rate of 43% , well above the 
national average, and an increase of 5%  from last year.  
    Environment Convener Councillor Alan Grant com-
mented: "The fact that Perth and Kinross is now one of 
the best recycling areas in Scotland is down to the re-
sponsible and committed attitudes of our residents. It’s 
great to see that their hard work and support for our initia-
tives is paying off."

TOY CLEAN 

Date for your diaries - Tuesday 13th July 

AL YTH BURN 
From earliest childhood until I left Alyth in 1984, 
standing on the road bridge at the square and look-
ing up the burn, one saw a scene of peace and 
tranquillity. Dead calm stretches of water covering a 
clean level bed of gravel with soft cascades of water 
all the way down from the Old Roman Bridge. In the 
Summer kids could be seen feeding a healthy stock 
of Brown Trout with lumps of old bread while the 
Senior Citizens watched all that was going on in the 
town from the Road Bridge, a favourite meeting 
place.  
    Has anyone stood there nowadays and noted 
what’s in front of them? The weir is in a sorry state 
of disrepair, looking up the burn there are gravel 
heaps, building rubble, water filled with brown algae 
and very few Brown Trout. What has changed to 
bring about these changes? In the “ Good Old Days” 
the Town Council controlled the water by installing 
wooden barriers at regular intervals shortly after the 
winter heavy rains and snow melt had passed. By 
taking out the barriers during the Winter months the 
gravel beds were scoured clean and levelled by the 
heavier amount of water so that during the summer 
months the dams formed were clean and fresh and 
full of fish. 
    Then someone with no knowledge of hydraulics 
had concrete dams installed, a disastrous move. 
When heavy winter rains came, the concrete dams 
forced the water to scour out the gravel below the 
dams and carry it further downstream depositing it 
in rough heaps between the dams. Algae was not 
scoured out but rather buried under the gravel 
where it could get a good start the following year 
leading to the situation we have now. Take a walk 
up the burn and check this out. You will see below 
the concrete dams the gravel has been taken out to 
bed rock level. What can be done? Given a chance 
Mother Nature can repair what Man has destroyed. 
Remove the concrete dams by October and let her 
do her work over the Winter, she will surprise you! 
As for happy memories of the Paddling Pool, ah’ 
well, that’s another story!

I am pleased to say that we have advertised a tender for 
the works to address the undercutting of the path at the 
rock outcrop at the lower bridge.  Our engineers prepared 
designs and drawings for the work, which have now been 
agreed and licensed by SEPA.  The finished appearance 
of the works will incorporate a masonry wall finish as 
agreed at the public meeting held in Alyth. 
    Tenders are due to be returned on 25.6.10.  SEPA 
requires further consultation on the method of works with 
the successful contractor, which will take four weeks.  I am 
estimating works will start on 2.8.10.  The path will be 
closed to the public between the two bridges on the east 
side of the burn during construction and the public will be 
directed over the bridges to a linking path on the west 
bank.  The contractor will use the former middle car park 
located between the two bridges, which is currently closed 
to the public, as a base for the works.

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As part of the Forestry Commission’s (FC) devel-
opment of the Westfield Estate, two areas of land 
near the town have been put aside for “ community 
use” .  This means that we have been given the 
right to use (but not ownership of) these two areas 
for purposes that would benefit the town. These 
areas are completely separate f rom the top of Alyth 

Hill, which will 
remain un-
planted, as per 
community 
feedback at the 
initial FC con-
sultation.   
    The largest 
of the commu-
nity areas is an 
approx imately 
35 acre in-
clined plot to 
the north of the 
Trodlem path 
which reaches 
as far as 
Strathellie to 
the west and 
as far as the 

new tree plantations to the north. The second is a 
relatively flat 2.5 acre square plot 100m past the 
main Den Car Park, to the north of the road. Maps 
showing these areas are available in the library 
and on the notice board in the square. 
    In the short term, to prevent the land f rom weed-
ing over, grazing on the two areas will be put out to 

tender until community plans are developed. This 
may restrict access in the short term but only tem-
porarily. The re-formed Alyth Hill Users Group 
(AHUG) will be gathering ideas from the whole 
community about possible uses for these areas. 
Anyone with ideas or opinions please get in touch. 
Once feasible ideas have been gathered and priori-
tised, funding will be sought.

COMMUNITY LAND ON THE WESTFIELD ESTATE 

BOWMAN 
GONE MAD! 

This summer Clive Bowman, of Losset Road, 
Alyth, has gone mad, and all in aid of Macmillan

    His challenge is to complete five sporting endur-
ance events this summer, each one tough, painful 
and demanding in its own way. The last one being 
the hardest of all and something that he knows will 
seriously test him to his limit. 
    We all know someone who has been diagnosed 
with CANCER and whether the outcome was posi-
tive or not, organisations like Macmillan Cancer 
Support are vital, so to raise lots of money for 
Macmillan Cancer Support Clive will grit his teeth 
and put in the effort, and he would like you to put 
your hands in your pockets and please sponsor 
him generously. 
    Clive’s first bout of madness took place on 16th 

May when he participated in the Etape 
Caledonia, an 82 mile cycle race from 
Pitlochry.

On the 5th June he rode the Tour  
de Grouse, a fast Tour de France style 
(multiple stages) 130 mile cycle race up 
and over every hill found near Melrose, 
Lauder and Peebles in the Scottish 
Borders. On the 12th June Clive 
swapped his cycle shoes and bike for 
boots and canoe, to take part in the 
Water  Aid Munro Challenge, climbing 
the remote munro of  Meall Buidhe in 
Knoydart combined with a 20km paddle. 
    Now these 4 events so far are just warm up acts 
to the biggy. On 17th July Clive plans to r ide the 
200 miles from Alyth all the way to Water -
millock (his parents' house) in the Lake Distr ict, 
in one day. This will be a gruelling and demanding

Dear Alyth Voice, 
    I previously wrote to you about my Father 
David Scott who grew up and lived in Alyth 
until 1940 (that letter appearing in the Dec 07/
Jan 08 issue). You will be interested to know 
that he recently celebrated his 100th Birthday 
at the Freeman Court Rest Home Te Awa-
mutu, New Zealand. 
    It was a  weeklong  celebration, beginning 
solemnly with him laying a wreath at the Te 
Awamutu Anzac Day Service on the 25th April, 
then on his birthday the 30th April he was 
greeted by three Scottish Pipers as he en-
tered the dining room at the home for a sur-
prise birthday luncheon which was attended 
by local dignitaries, family, friends and fellow 
residents. 
    The following day he attended a family 
reunion at Whitby Homestead of the three 
families who arrived in New Zealand from the 
UK (London) between 1952 and 1960, my 
father being the last of the generation who 
brought us here. Once again he was led in by 
a Scottish Piper to a gathering of four genera-
tions of Scotts, Dunns and Johnstones with 
many of those coming from as far away as 
Australia. Everyone enjoyed a great day, 
which included a mini Highland Games held in 
the garden, a tribute to our lone Scotsman 
who we all agree is an inspiration to us all. 
    In my previous letter I mentioned that my 
Father appeared in the 1941 Home Guard 
photo on your website, in hindsight I don’t 
think he is the David Scott in the photo (it’s a 
common enough name) as he was engaged 
elsewhere during that time.
