POLICE REPORT
Since the Alyth Voice
went to publicationlast
month there hasbeen a
newlaw passed by Parlia-
ment. Thisnew law af-
fects mostly teenagers
and young adults and so if
you are related to someone in this category
you may wish to read on.

Following the completion of the parlia-
mentary process, and as highlighted in the
press, mephedrone and other cathinone
derivatives became illegal as Class B drugs
under the Misuse of Drugs Act 1971 with
effect from 16 April 2010.

Class B drugs carry a maximum prison
sentence of 5 years for possession and a
maximum sentence of 14 years for supply.

Mephedroneis a simulant drug belonging
to the chemical family of cathinones. When
consumed in whichever form, mephedrone
produceseuphotia, alertness, talkativeness
and feelings of empathy. It can also cause
anxiety and paranoid statesand risks over
stimulating the heart and circulation. It risks
over stimulating the nenvous system to
cause fits, agitation and hallucinations. Se-
vere nose bleeds have been reported after
snorting. Other effects that have been re-
ported include palpitations, insomnia, loss of
short-term memory, vettigo, grinding of
teeth, sweating and uncomfortable changes
in body temperature (mportantly overheat-
ing from the use of other amphetamine-type

rugs has been a significant cause of
deaths).

Mephedrone ormethadrone, commonly
known as ‘Bubbles, ‘Bounce’, ‘White Magic’
or Meow Meow’ have been gaining popular-
ity amongst ourlocal youngsters for some
time, sometimes with devastating effects.
The diugs are thought to have contributed to
the deaths of several teenagers. Unfortu-
natelyin the past they have been easily ac-
cessible and simply purchased over the
internet.

The drug is advertised asa plant food,
research chemicals or bath salts, and not for
human consumption.

If you have genuine concems that the
youngster you care about may be involved
with this diug, speak to them and advise
them of the risks. If they know someone
whomay be dealing in the diug they can
phone confidentially on the Drugs Hotline
number 01382 201444 or alternatively on
Crime Stoppers (again confidentially) 0800
555111. Don'tletyourloved one be the
next victim of this dug.
