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How Much Sugar Do You Drink????? 
 

Lots of people are now extra vigilant about how much sugar they eat but many 
donôt realise just how much sugar is their drinks.  
Having too much sugar in your diet raises your risk of gaining weight and the 
health problems that are associated with being overweight. You are more likely to 
suffer diabetes, heart disease, high blood pressure, stroke, gallbladder and liver 
diseases, osteoarthritis, gynecological problems such as infertility, respiratory 
problems, sleep apnea and colon, breast and endometrial cancers and many 
other health conditions when you indulge your sweet tooth too often. 

 

According to the American Medical Association adding just one sugar sweetened 
drink to your daily diet almost doubles your risk of developing type 2 diabetes.  
 
From a fitness enthusiastôs point of view ï the best way to rehydrate during most 
sessions is plain water. In the majority of sessions lasting less than an hour there 
is no need for energy replacement.  

 
Your muscles hold onto enough Glycogen (carbohydrate which is used for in-
stant energy) to last for around an hour. It is recommended that an exerciser 
drink 17 ounces of water 1-1.5 hours before exercise, then start to replace fluid 
early into their training session. If the session is very long and intense and 
causes you to sweat lots then lots of electrolytes (sodium and potassium) will 
be lost. An electrolyte drink can be used in this instance. Unless you are work-
ing for longer than an hour you shouldnôt need to replace carbohydrate. In fact it 
may be detrimental and counterbalance the results you get from your workout. 
 
One of the products I use while training is called Argi+. This contains an essen-
tial Amino Acid called L-Arginine which helps the blood vessels to widen helping 
blood (and therefore energy, oxygen and nutrients) get to the working muscles 
quicker.

Insectivory 
óHawthorn flies,ô said my visitor,ôare very good to eatô. The air was thick with the insects: it was a day when a great number had hatched. We 
walked on some steps when, with a firm swipe, he captured one. He opened his fist and we looked at the sooty, black fly crouching in the palm 
of his hand. Then, with a deft sweep he raised his hand to his mouth and engulfed the creature. We walked on. ó It is amazing that we do so little 
about insects,ô George said, óthey are full of protein and many are quite deliciousô. Later, I thought about the phrase ófeeding down the food 
chainô that Callum Roberts mentions in his book óThe Ocean of Life: The Fate of Man and the Seaô.  
 
The gist of this is that, instead of fishing for the much depleted cod we capture prawns, on which the cod used to feed, and when they have 
been reduced to near extinction we shall turn finally to jelly fish. 
 
In the days before efficient agriculture had so diminished their stock it used to be said that the weight of invertebrates in a pasture equalled the 
weight of the cattle grazing in the same area. Perhaps we shall have to give up beef or lamb and eat insects instead? óMay flies are very good 
to eatô, my companion went on, and told me this story.  
 
óSome years ago I took my kayak and set off on a journey. Five miles from home I realised that I had forgotten to bring any food and that I was 
very hungry, so hungry that I was on the verge of hypoglycaemia. Looking around in desperation I noticed that there was a huge hatch of may-
flies. It was apparent that birds and fish were eating them, so I decided that they must be edible. If only one species had been eating the mayfly 
I should have been more cautious but, as so many different species were consuming them, I thought they must be edible. So, I began to catch 

and eat them myself. After consuming about four hundred of these delicious creatures I felt quite bloated, but at least no long-

er famishedΩ. 
 

You may imagine that I was fascinated by my companionΩs account of his tendency to insectivory, but I felt disinclined 
for the moment to follow his example. As we neared my house, however, I saw a hawthorn fly sitting on the top of a 
fence post. Immediately I grabbed it and thrust it into my mouth. I chewed, but did not notice the exquisite taste, so 
much praised by George, but as the morsel descended my throat I did notice a delicate nutty aftertaste.

Read my lips 
 

The new Lipreading Classes in Blairgowrie and Perth have been a 
great success. It is 18 weeks since the classes started and over 
twenty hearing impaired people have learnt the benefits of lipread-
ing.  Learning to lip read takes time, but it helps the hard of hearing 
to communicate much more easily. The classes teach how to look 
at and understand the movements and pattern on other peopleôs 
lips, about facial expressions, how to interpret sounds and fill in the 
missing words using your memory. People with hearing aids find it 
very helpful when coping with background noise  
 
However, the classes include more than just learning to lipread. 
Since they started Susan Brown, the lipreading tutor, has had 
many visits from outside agencies that can help the students cope 
with their hearing loss. These have included an audiologist, who 
explained how the ear works and who brought along different types 
of hearing aids to discuss their different advantages and draw-
backs.The Fire Service, who talked about ñSafety in the Homeò and 
explained about the special smoke alarms available for the hard of 
hearing, which was followed up with a home visit from a Fire Safety 
Officer to carry out a safety check.  
 
The NESS, North East Sensory Service, came to talk about their 
services within Perth and  Kinross.  A home visit by a member of 
NESS could also be arranged to discuss the different types of 
equipment they can provide, such as a flashing doorbell or equip-
ment to help watch television. Further talks scheduled are from 
Hearing Dogs for the Deaf and information on Action on Hearing 
Loss drop in centres.  
 
Lipreading gives the hard of hearing the opportunity to meet people 
with similar problems. It is fun, friendly and taught by a qualified 
tutor.
