With the milder than normal winters we get now, lawns can suffer algae like growths, making the lawn slippg

usually caused by poor drainage and compacted soil and can be more prevalent around trees. To eliminate

aerating and top dressing with sharp sand. Avoid walking on the grass in winter where possible. Scarify to [q

thatch.
If you have a rhubarb patch place an upturned bucket over a crown, this will give you a few spear at teast 4
Prune roses and fruit trees.

Perennials that are showing new shoots can be divided. Some perennials die in the centre, it is a good idea
to replant a healthy part from the rim.

Sow some salad leaves in a bucket its early but well worth a try.

Broad beans can be sown now for an early crop.
